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What is Yad in Hand?

Yad in Hand is the official student organization name for Hillel’s alternative spring break group.  It’s a community service trip that provides an opportunity for students to travel and help out in a different community.

What is this year’s ASB Trip?

IU will be traveling to New Orleans, Louisiana for spring break 2012. March 11th- March 18th

The trip will feature a sampling of both homebuilding and environmental work. Students will get a taste of both, in a four-day intensive and rewarding experience. The trip will also feature New Orleans nightlife, a levee tour, survivor stories, and a variety of team building activities. There will be a limited number of individuals for the trip and it is done on a first come first serve basis.  During the day we will be working at sites around New Orleans. At night, there will be a variety of specialty activities.


What will we be doing in the evenings and will there be free time?

Several of the evenings we will have a group meeting or guest speakers followed by group dinners. Following, everyone is free to explore and experience the city on their own. Be aware that programming at night CAN go as late as 10:00 pm. For safety reasons there will be guidelines for non-permitted areas, but the ASB staff will give suggestions and guide you to all the fun!  During this free time you are also welcome to see other friends who are in New Orleans. All participants are expected to be on time to meals, programming, and work regardless of the time of day.  

Do I have to be Jewish to go on the IU Hillel trip?

No, you do not have to be Jewish to participate in Hillel’s ASB trip. However, there is a strong Jewish educational component to the trip of which everyone must be understanding, open-minded and respectful.

What are the cost and travel arrangements of ASB?

The cost of the trip is $500 + transportation.  

Each participant is responsible for securing their own transportation to and from New Orleans and providing the travel details to Ross no later than February 20th.  You must arrive to the New Orleans airport no later than 4pm on Sunday March 11th and can leave from the airport no earlier than a 10am flight on Sunday March 18th.  Transportation to and from the airport will be provided. Additional information regarding transportation will be emailed to you once you have been confirmed.

We will be setting up group fundraising opportunities for our trip to help reduce the cost.  The amount raised at each fundraising event will be divided amongst those who participate in that particular fund raising event.

The cost includes all lodging, meals, snacks, supplies and program fees.  A packing list will be given during trip orientation.

What is the payment schedule?

A $200 deposit is required to guarantee your spot on the trip.  There is a limit to the number of males and females that will be accepted and there will be no additional trips added.  Should you withdraw the deposit will be refunded as long as there is someone to take your space.

The remaining $300 program fee is due by February 2nd.

What are our accommodations?

We will be staying at the Marquette House (2249 Carondelet Street) in dormitory style rooms.

Yes!  There will be a 1 credit P180 Leadership in Judaism class (through Jewish Studies) for ASB participants.  The requirements for this class will be all the ASB requirements, one journal entry in our group journal and a copy of all of your pictures.  It will be a 1 credit hour class.
