Hillel Student Leadership Board Positions open for the 2008-2009 school year:

President (elected position—separate application process): Represents Hillel at campus functions and serves as Jewish liaison to campus community. Works closely with the Executive Director and Hillel staff to run the Hillel Student Leadership Board meetings and help plan both small and large-scale programming.

Treasurer (separate application): Helps to plan Hillel-a-Thon fundraisers each semester. Works with Assistant Director to write grants for programming initiatives. Works with Campus Super Star Interns to plan Campus Super Star, Hillel’s largest fundraiser of the year.

Marketing/Communications Chair (separate application): Works closely with Program Director to create monthly Hillel calendars. Heads committee of students to work on Hillel strategic marketing plan, helping to engage more IU students in Hillel programming. Manages Shabbat duties. Keeps minutes at Hillel Student Leadership meetings. 

Hoosiers for Israel (various Chair positions available, separate application): Plan Israel programming throughout IU campus and Bloomington community. Lead and develop Israel advocacy, politics, culture and education on campus. Plan and market Israelpalooza, Hillel’s largest Israel advocacy and cultural block party during the spring. Work with staff to help recruit for Taglit-Birthright Israel: Hillel trip programs and help advertise other ways to get to Israel.

IFYSH (Indiana First Year Students of Hillel) Upperclassmen Chairs (separate application): Work with staff to develop social, diversity, and leadership development programming designed specifically for freshmen in the residence halls. Help Hillel staff coordinate FUNC mentoring program which matches upperclassmen with freshmen students to help the transition into college. 

Diversity Committee Chairs: Works to network with outside organizations to create multicultural, interfaith and social justice programming initiatives, including a diversity Seder, interfaith services/lectures, and diversity dinners.

Keshet Committee Chairs: Create programming initiatives that seek to create a welcoming and inclusive Jewish community for gay, lesbian, bisexual, transgender, and queer (GLBTQ) Jews at IU.

Social Committee Chairs: Create diverse social programming both at Hillel and out on campus. Examples of previous programs include: Basketball tailgating, Turn Back the Clocks Party, Purim Bedouin Party. Help plan Welcome Week programs in the residence halls and at Hillel.
Religious Committee Chairs (Reform, Conservative, Holidays, Alternative to Shabbat): Plan and organize Friday night Shabbat services each week, including coordinating song leaders and planning services. Plan and coordinate holiday programming throughout the year. The Alternative to Shabbat position involves thinking creatively about ways to develop programs and religious services for individuals who are looking for meaningful Shabbat/Jewish community experiences that do not involve “traditional services” or coming to the Hillel building on Friday nights. 

Sports/Outdoor Trip Chairs: Plan a variety of outdoor activities, such as hiking, canoeing, rock climbing, and camping. Plan other recreational events such as laser tag, bowling, and trips to sports games such as Indianapolis Indians and Indiana Pacers.
Intramural Sports Chairs: Coordinate intramural teams for each of the IU intramural sports seasons.

Over 21 Gin and Jews Chairs: Design social and career programming with other students over the age of 21/upperclassmen. Examples of past programs include: Happetizers on Friday evenings before Shabbat at Kilroy’s on Kirkwood.

Jewish Arts Council/Music Appreciation Chairs: Help plan musical, theatrical, and cultural events highlighting the rich cultural history of the Jewish community. Coordinate Friday Night Live at least once per semester (an event after Shabbat with music, chocolate fondue). 
Mitzvah Corps Chairs: Participate in community service projects throughout the year with various Bloomington community organizations. Examples of past programs include: Challah bake sale, Rosh Hashanah service project for Riley hospital in Indianapolis.
Jewish Life Council Chairs: Coordinate meetings over dinner to create ongoing dialogue with non-active Jewish Indiana University students to help create a stronger Jewish community on campus. Work with staff to implement panel discussions to bring together a diverse group of students to help improve overall Jewish life on campus.
JiGL (Jews in Greek Life) Chairs: Coordinate ways for Greek students across campus to socialize and connect through an wide array of unique programs. Organize Greek Seder and other events for Greeks in both traditionally Jewish and non-Jewish houses.

Business Leader Initiative (BLI) Chairs: Help Hillel Executive Director coordinate a unique opportunity for exceptional Jewish business students to learn from and network with some of the leading Jewish business executives in the country. The BLI program allows a small group of students to meet with business executives in a relaxed setting and engage with them in open dialogue. 

IU Hillel Times: Coordinate the logistics of Hillel's student-run magazine.
